Where
HSDPA is not yet available MR-250 will automatically fall
back to 3G (UMTS), EDGE or GPRS to always provide the
fastest available communication technique.

The inbuilt RS-232 port can be used to connect legacy
serial based equipment such as PLCs, RTUs or IEDs.
Devices that support serial protocols such as Modbus RTU,
DF1, DNP3, [EC870 etc can be easily connected to the
MR-250 via the serial port. The Ethernet interface supports
Multicasting IGMP),VLAN, SNMF SNTP FTP as well as all
the standard TCE UDP and DHCP protocols. Alternatively
the internal serial port can be used as a backup connection
to the remote site when used in conjunction with a suit-
able Westermo Modem.
